ARGUMENT:  An argument is making a case in support of a claim in everyday affairs – like science, laws, courtrooms.

FACT:  something that is believed to have objective reality; a piece of information regarded as verifiable.
JUDGEMENT:  the ability to make considered decisions or come to sensible conclusions.
POLICY: a course or principle of action adopted or proposed by a government, party, business, or individual.
CLAIM:  the conclusion of an argument; what the arguer is trying to prove.

EVIDENCE:  facts or opinions that support an issue or claim; may consist of statistics, reports of personal experience, or views of experts.

WARRANT:  a general principle or assumption that establishes a connection between the evidence and the claim.
BACKING: support or help
REBUTTAL: a refutation, denial, contradiction or counter-argument.
