CLAIM:  The prince is unfit to be king because he is a gambler.

EVIDENCE: He is in debt to many people and gambles his money – there is a book of debts at his feet.

RULE: It’s common knowledge that gamblers are not responsible with money even though they know the risk of losing their money.

CLAIM: The prince is unfit to be king because he is lazy and slothful.

EVIDENCE: He has a full vomitorium next to him and he appears to be glued to his chair.
RULE: It’s common knowledge that lazy and slothful people typically lack integrity, a necessary trait for good leadership.

CLAIM: The prince is unfit to be king because he is greedy and selfish.
EVIDENCE: He is surrounded by half-eaten, expensive, high-quality food. 

RULE:  It’s common knowledge that people who are greedy and selfish are not caring individuals – a quality needed for good leadership.

CLAIM: The prince is unfit to be king because he does drugs.

EVIDENCE:  There are multiple pill bottles on the shelf behind him.  There are laxatives and other pharmaceuticals.  

RULE:  It’s common knowledge that effective leaders are honest, and taking drugs is a dishonest behavior.

CLAIM: The prince is unfit to be king because he cares more about food for himself than the welfare of his people.

EVIDENCE:  His coat of arms is not war-like, it is a fork and knife crossed which symbolizes that food is most important to the prince.

RULE: It’s common knowledge that successful kingdoms need fearless leaders who put the health and welfare of the people before their own desires.

CLAIM: The prince is unfit to be king because he disrespects his bloodline, he disrespects himself and he disrespects the people.
EVIDENCE:  He disrespects his bloodline by using the earnings of his family’s hard work on his own pleasures (gambling, food, drugs); he disrespects himself by overeating and doing drugs; he disrespects the people by putting his desires before the needs of the people.

RULE: It is common knowledge that someone who puts his desires before his people lacks respect needed to be king.
