Legends, Myths & Folktales: Young Arthur
Knighthood and Chivalry: In medieval times, a knight was a soldier who possessed weaponry and a horse—two signs that he had greater advantages than most people of his time.  Often, a knight worked for a wealthy landowner.  An aspiring knight might enter his master’s house as a child and become an apprentice, known as a page, while he trained for knighthood.  Knights became associated with a code of values and ideals known as chivalry.  These values included loyalty, courtesy, honor, and valor (bravery).  Arthurian legend is one of the best-known sources of lore about knighthood and chivalry.
